A group of students from Lutterworth College recently had the chance to go behind the 

scenes of Leicester’s premier out of town shopping centre – Fosse Shopping Park.   

The students who are currently on a Young Apprenticeship Business Administration 
Programme were able to have a tour of the management suit at the centre to help them 

relate aspects of their course to the world of work.   

Kathy Murdoch, the Centre Manager, explained the variety of different job roles available in 

retail and how the businesses provide high levels of customer service to their customers. 

The students also had the opportunity to ask questions of store managers from Boots and 

JJB and learn about company policies and practices, marketing, the use of IT and the 

impact of the internet on their trading.
